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Seven Hills Swim and Tennis Club Facility Rental Contract

The SHS&TC is available for rental for pool parties and private events. A Seven Hills member must sponsor such events.  An 
adult member of the host family must be present for the duration of the event and be responsible for all guests.  The Pool or 
Facility Manager must confirm the date and time of each event in writing.
 
NOTE:  Regardless of the type of party or event, only plastic/paper cups, plates, dishes and utensils may be used outside of the clubhouse.  Glass 
and other breakable items are strictly prohibited outside the clubhouse.  The host must be prepared to empty all bottled beverages into plastic 
cups.  Glassware is ONLY allowed in the main meeting room on the upper level of the clubhouse. 
 
Three types of rental options are available.

I.  Pool Parties During Regular Operation of the Pool (2-hour maximum):

The host may request use of the canopied patio near the baby pool for the party, while leaving at least two tables available for 
SHS&TC members.  The guest fee will be charged for all non-member party guests, regardless of whether they choose to swim 
and regardless of the length of their stay.  (Exception:  non-swimming parents accompanying children age 12 and under.) To 
avoid overcrowding, swim parties occurring during regular operating pool hours are limited to 30 people total.  This number in-
cludes all adults and all children, members and non-members, swimmers and non-swimmers – everyone who enters the facility 
and is associated with the party.  These parties are only available at certain times each day.  Please contact the Pool Manager 
for a schedule.  For safety reasons, all guests are required to sign the Party Guest Register upon arrival at the pool.
 
Fees: If fewer than 15 attendees are expected, including those who are club members, the host will pay a guest fee of $3 per 
non-member guest.
 
If 15 to 30 attendees are expected, the host will pay the $3 pp guest fee plus $10/hour for one additional lifeguard required to 
be on duty (minimum of 2 hours).  The host will pay the lifeguard for the duration of the party and for one additional hour after 
the party.  The host must be prepared to pay the lifeguard at the beginning of the party.  If the lifeguard is needed longer than 
expected for clean-up or any other reason, the host must be prepared to pay the lifeguard for the extra time.  
 
Clean-up: It shall be the responsibility of the party host to clean up the trash from the party.   Plates, cups, cans, flatware and 
party decorations, etc. shall be put in proper trash receptacles.  The SHS&TC staff shall empty trash cans as necessary during 
and after the party. All guests must clear the pool, party area, and clubhouse at the scheduled end of the party. The host will 
have 30 minutes to complete trash and decoration clean up after the scheduled end of the party.  This includes any furniture 
and other party equipment used or brought by host.
* A prorated cleaning fee of $50/hour will be assessed if the party host fails to meet all cleaning requirements listed above 
within the alloted time.
 
Cancellation:  There shall be no penalty to cancel a party with fewer than 15 expected guests scheduled during regular pool 
hours.  Hosts of cancelled parties that would have required an extra lifeguard will be required to pay the lifeguard a minimum 
of 2 hours wages if the party is cancelled less than 24 hours in advance of the scheduled start time.  However, hosts should 
be aware that the pool closes when there is lightning or thunder in the area, and sometimes during heavy rain.  Party guests 
already present when inclement weather strikes must move inside the clubhouse.
 
II.  Private Clubhouse Rental (no swimming)

The clubhouse is available for private rental either after hours or during the off-season.  Private rental is not available while the 
pool is open. 

Safety:  Lifeguards will not be present for non-swimming events.  The party will end abruptly if anyone enters the pool and 
does not get out immediately.  The police will be called, if necessary, as the person will be considered trespassing. The client/
party host is responsible for the conduct of all guests.

IMPORTANT REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL PRIVATE EVENTS AT SEVEN HILLS

Fees:  The host shall pay a facility rental fee as follows:

              2 hour event                             $150
              3 hour event                             $250
              4 hour event                            $350
              5 hour event                            $450

Payment: The facility rental fee must be paid 7 days prior to the event in order to guarantee your party time.  If the actual us-
age exceeds the anticipated time frame, the host must pay the difference within 7 days of the event.
 
Deposit:  A $150 deposit must be paid to SHS&TC at the time this contract is signed for all private events.  The money will be 
held as assurance against any damages to the facility, or failure of the party host to meet all cleaning requirements within the 
alloted time.  The deposit will be returned via mail within 7 business days of the event if the Pool or Facility Manager on duty at 
the party determines that

	 A. No damage has occurred, and
	 B. The host has met all cleaning requirements within the alloted time.

If more than the allotted 30 minute clean-up time is required, a prorated fee of $50 per hour will be deducted from the deposit. 
Any damage in excess of $150 must be paid by the host as soon as the cost to repair the damage is determined.
 
Set-up:  The host will have 30 minutes for set-up prior to the start of any off-season event. An additional prorated fee of $50 
per hour will apply if longer set-up is required.  Party hosts for after hour parties may set up no earlier than 30 minutes prior to 
their scheduled event.  And they must understand that lifeguards will be performing closing duties during that time. 
 
Clean-up:  It is the responsibility of the party host to clean up the trash from the party.   Plates, cups, cans, flatware and party 
decorations, etc. shall be put in proper trash receptacles.  The SHS&TC staff shall empty trash cans as necessary during and 
after the party. All guests must exit the facility by the scheduled end of the party. The host will have 30 minutes to complete 
trash and decoration clean up after the scheduled end of the party. This includes any furniture and other party equipment used 
or brought by host.
 
Cancellations:  No penalty shall be assessed for cancellation of swim parties due to inclement weather, although hosts are 
encouraged to reschedule the event.  The host will forfeit the deposit if a private event is cancelled for any other reason within 7 
days of the scheduled event.

III.  Private Swim Parties Outside Regular Pool Operating Hours:

In addition to the “Important Requirements” listed above, the host must pay $25 per hour for the Pool Manager on duty during 
the party and $15 per hour per lifeguard needed, with a minimum of two lifeguards present.  If additional staff is needed, the 
number of lifeguards required will be determined by the Pool Manager, and is based on one lifeguard for every 20 guests ex-
pected to attend. The SHS&TC staff shall be paid for hours worked beginning at the time the pool ceases regular operation and 
extending 30 minutes beyond the pre-determined conclusion of the event. The host must be prepared to pay the staff at the 
beginning of the party.  If the staff is needed longer than expected for clean-up or any other reason, the host must be prepared 
to pay the staff for the extra time.
 
Private swim parties occurring before or after the scheduled pool season shall follow the above guidelines.  However, the staff 
will be paid an additional hour prior to the start of the event and one hour after the conclusion of the event.
